We are downsizing the
number of our fundraising
efforts this year to two pro-
grams: Market Day & Fit-
ness for a Cause. In an effort
to reach higher potential with
Market Day, we have signed
on to do their catalog sales
this fall. Those catalogs will
come home the first week of
school and are due back by
September 22. The neat
thing about their catalog is
that anyone can order
ONLINE toward your
child’s order form. The first
Market Day food sale is also
arriving Sept. 22. We en-
courage everyone to order
this high-quality/restaurant-
quality frozen food from
Market Day monthly.

We raised just over $2,200
last year from this fundraiser.
If we add just 14 more EP
families we will receive 15%
vs. 10% profit. In October
there will also be a frozen pie
sale along with the regular
order. We have teamed up
with a local daycare to in-
crease our sales potential for
that special sale.

Why do we raise money from
fundraisers and refunding?
Our PTA’s expenses are
nearly $18,000 annually. We
budget for trips, insurance,
tax preparation, academic
fairs, picnic, graduation party
for 6th grade, staff luncheon,
student supplies (folders and
planners each student re-
ceives), holiday activity, mu-
sic/band party, Fun Club, etc.
