Committee Reports

Completed Committee Work (January & February)

Barb Peles announced that the Sprint Grant was submitted and the recipient will be notified in May.  189 people attended the Father/Daughter banquet, and 136 people attended the Mother/Son banquet.  Hallie Wachob chaired both of these events.  The Book Fair met its goal of selling 1200 books.  The funds made from the Book Fair go to the library.  The children gave suggestions for something funny for Mr. Springer to do since the goal was reached.  Krista Grattan chaired the Read Across America Day Book Swap this year.  It was very successful, and the children really enjoyed it.
All School Basketball Tournament
Sheri Bowersox noted that East Pike had four teams in the tournament.  The teams were run by the students with them choosing captains.  Parents volunteered to be $2 for adults, $1 for students, and the players are free.  There will be a concession stand available.
Refunding
Sheri Bowersox announced that Coke Rewards is up and running.  Items that qualify for Coke Rewards include Minute Maid, Powerade, Dasani water, and all Coke soda.  Coke Rewards is all online. The Science and Social Studies Fair will be held on April 22nd.  Last year’s Campbell’s points were used for many of the prizes for this event.  Laura McLaine asked for volunteers to sign up for the Teacher Appreciation Luncheon to be held on May 4th.  Barb asked for volunteers to sign up for All Sports Day which will take place on May 7th.  It is a half day of school for the students.  Sheri Bowersox indicated that the Sixth Grade Activity will be an end of the year dance.
Pepsi Grant

Laura McLaine announced that the PTA in conjunction with the school district will be applying for a $25,000 Pepsi grant.  We are planning to submit our application on April 1st.  Pepsi is accepting 1000 submissions each month.  They will choose 100 from each category to be voted upon by the public.  All voting is online.  If our submission was chosen then the voting period would be May 1st through May 31st.  Mrs. Scanga’s son Jonas is going to edit a DVD of EPTV from 2006 for us to use in our submission to help our application to stand out.

Laura McLaine reported that we have raised $1438.37 from 6 Market day sales so far.  The next Market Day pick up is March 31st from 4-5pm.  Paper orders are due March 24th, and online orders are due March 25th.
