
East Pike PTA
October 7, 2009
 Meeting Minutes
Call to Order

President Barb Peles called the East Pike PTA Meeting to order at 1:40 p.m. at East Pike Elementary School, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Minutes
Laura McLaine summarized the minutes from the September 17 and 23, 2009 meetings.  The minutes are on the PTA website for review.  There were no corrections, and the minutes were submitted for approval.
Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Holly Ciocca presented the treasurer’s report.  As of September 30, 2009 the checking account balance was $8,208.01 and the CD had a balance of $5,196.06.  The total was $13,404.07.  September’s income included $45 in extra yearbook sales and $30.71 in Target Rewards.  84 Fundraising sales were still being processed.
Correspondence
Corresponding Secretary Christy Kimmel thanked all who helped out with Breakfast with Mom and Breakfast with Dad.  There was no incoming correspondence.

Committee Reports

Refunding
· Christy Kimmel indicated that Giant Eagle Apples for Students carries over from year to year, but with Martin’s Advantages for Education you need to renew each year.  The Giant Eagle program runs from October to March, and the Martin’s program runs from October to the end of April. 
· Sheri Bowersox reported that the Nestles Pure Life Go Play program was cancelled, but the PTA would like to try My Coke Rewards.  This program gives similar rewards that the Nestles’ program did (educational games, balls, jumpropes, etc.).  The caps from Coke products such as water, powerade, juice, and soda have codes in them.  These codes get entered online where you pick the school that is to get the points.  All PTA members in attendance agreed to try My Coke Rewards.  Sheri will get East Pike signed up.
· Barb Peles reported that the refunding bins have almost been completely counted.  Mrs. Curry’s and Mr. Helsel’s homerooms are in the running for winning.

Fundraising
· Barb Peles announced that 58 school mall booklets were turned in.  The PTA will receive a minimum of $130 plus 40% of sales generated from the booklets.
· Barb indicated that 84 Fundraising is still in process.
· Laura McLaine reported that October’s Market Day sale gave the PTA a profit of $339.87 including a $50 bonus for having 50 customers or more.  November’s Market Day sale is including a pie sale which will give us $1.75/pie in addition to the regular Market Day orders.  The PTA is giving sixth grade an opportunity to sell pies alongside Market Day to receive $1.75/pie sold by any sixth graders.

PTA Handbook
· Barb Peles announced that the PTA handbook can be found online, and the directory will be printed and distributed some time after the end of November when the PTA membership dues are due.
Book Fair
· Barb Peles announced that the book fair has been changed to February 15-19, 2010.  The PTA may be sponsoring two family nights during the book fair.  One being a craft night for the kindergarten through third graders, and the other being a mystery night for the fourth through sixth graders.
Refreshments
· Barb Peles reported that the refreshments committee will be activated on November 10, 2009 for coffee and muffins to be served at the Veteran’s Day/Grandparents’ Day program.  The PTA will need help with putting the muffins on trays for serving.
Unfinished Business
· Barb Peles indicated that the revised bylaws are on the PTA website for members to review.  The PTA hopes to adopt the bylaws at the next PTA meeting on November 18, 2009.

Announcements
· Holly Ciocca reported on the wellness policy and party planning.  The fall classroom parties will begin at 2pm on Friday, October 30, 2009.  The parents will have one hour of activities to plan.  The teachers would like the fall party coordinator to be the communicator between the teachers and the parents.  Treat bags can be done however you like but no candy.  Holly passed out sheets with each homeroom’s helper list.  The snacks need to have Mrs. Mauk’s approval.  Don’t forget to ask the teachers about any allergies in the classroom.  The fourth graders are having a combined party, as well as the sixth graders.  Holly asked that the fall party coordinators sign the signup sheet, so the teachers will know who their contact person is.
· Holly Ciocca announced that the yearbook committee chair, Denise Shaw, would like to assign a person to each grade and each event.  Please sign up for the yearbook committee.
